1. When installing new transformer onto old housing, remove all old epoxy. Clean with soft, dry cloth. 

2. Install new transformer and apply liberal amounts of epoxy, as in old assembly, to transformer and housing. 

IMPORTANT: Epoxy is essential, as transformer is almost certain to fail if epoxy is not used. See back page. 

3. Use AC-DELCO EPOXY, PART NO. 1966807 (or equivalent), available through AC-Delco outlets. 

4. Allow 24 hours for epoxy to "cure". 

5. IMPORTANT-Attach only four (4) lead clips to rectifier bridge as shown. These are: 
     a. Three (3) transformer lead clips 

 b. One (1) 24-volt terminal lead clip 

6. Do not use any lead at the rectifier bridge ground screw. This screw and washer (contained in the  package) must be used to 

ground the upper heat sink of the rectifier bridge. This heat sink must be grounded when used with this transformer. 

7. Even though the old assembly may have used a jumper lead between the two rectifier bridges, this new assembly does not and must 
not use a jumper lead.
