1. Remove the motor terminal nut. 
 
2. Remove the three (3) mounting solenoid screws. 
 
3. Stand starter upright (aluminum housing down) to allow the drive to fall down. This will allow the shift lever to pivot.  Remove the 

solenoid by pivoting it and unhooking the plunger rod from the lever fork. 
 
4. With the starter in the same position, re-attach the new solenoid by pivoting the solenoid and hooking the plunger rod into the 

lever fork. 
 
5. Re-attach new solenoid mounting screws (3) and torque to 4.0-4.5 Nm (35-40 lb in). Be sure the solenoid is remounted in the 

same rotation as removed. 
 
6. Re-attach the motor terminal clip and nut to the solenoid motor terminal and torque to 5.6-6.8 Nm (50-60 lb in).
